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O objetivo dessa disciplina é discutir a importancia da democracia na politica externa,
insuficientemente analisada no campo de Relagdes Internacionais. De fato, com excecao
da paz kantiana e da construcdo institucional democratica das OperacGes de Paz de

segunda geracdo, democracia ndo é objeto de atencdo frequente no campo.

O curso trata inicialmente da agenda de democracia em RI, discutindo-se rapidamente a
questdo da paz democrética, peacebuilding, ajuda politica condicionada e boa
governanca. Aborda-se o conceito de democracia liberal ocidental, as ondas de
democracia, a literatura de democratizacdo da Terceira Onda e os principais indices que
medem democracia. Com as referéncias conceituais e o contexto da Terceira Onda de
Democracia estabelecidos, passa-se ao tema do curso, qual seja, analisar o papel da
democracia na politica externa das democracias ocidentais tradicionais. Trata-se da
questdo de promocdo e exportacdo de democracia, que podem se dar por varios meios:
desde intercambios cientificos e culturais, ajuda condicionada, bloqueios econdémicos,
até o mais extremo, o uso da forca. Neste curso daremos especial atencdo a esse Ultimo,

o mais dificil meio de ser empregado em nome da democracia.

Focalizaremos o caso dos Estados Unidos e suas intervences militares no pds-guerra
fria. Privilegia-se a dimenséo ideacional da politica externa americana. Referéncias séo
feitas a Tradigdo Liberal Americana (Hartz) e ao internacionalismo liberal (Wilson),
avaliando-se a importancia de democracia vis-a-vis seguranga nas doutrinas de politica
externa dos Presidentes americanos do pos-guerra fria (especialmente Bush filho e
Obama), como motivacgdes para as intervencdes no Afeganistao, Iraque e Libia, além de

incursoes na Siria.

A avaliacdo do curso serd feita atraves de um trabalho final sobre os temas abordados

no curso, previamente discutidos e apresentados em classe.
